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I believe that the talents God gave each of us should be used for His
purpose. God gave some of us musical abilities and shaped our lives to give us
opportunities to develop those musical abilities. Those of us who were born to
be musicians should use the time and resources we have been given in this life
to sing songs to the Lord. The songs we write and perform should be used to
spread His Word, give thanks to God, and proclaim His glory.
